Philmont is located in the Sangre de Cristo Range, of the Rockies and is the jewel of the Boy
Scout High Adventure Program. With one hundred, thirty-seven thousand acres and hundreds of miles of
trails, a series of backcountry camps, staffed and unstaffed, you can’t help having a good time. These
camps offer a variety of programs emphasizing the southwest and it’s history. These programs include
logging, mining, rock climbing, conservation, Indian lore, trapping, archeology, homesteading and more.

Philmont is a challenging experience for youth and adults alike. Each of our crews will have up to
twelve people, with at least two adults per crew, spending over eleven days backpacking though
Philmont’s mountains, canyons and foothills. More fun awaits us when we get to each camp. We will hike
over fifty miles and up depending on your itinerary and how many times you get lost.

Philmont’s elevations are from 6500 feet at base camp to 12,441 feet at the top of Baldy
Mountain. All of the skills you learned as a Scout will be utilized to the fullest extent at Philmont. A
Scout has every right to be proud of completing a Philmont Expedition, which is challenging mentally as
well as physically.

If you are 14 by January 1, 2008 or 13 and will have completed the eighth grade before we leave, you are
eligible to participate. You can attend as a youth member through the age of 17 years old. Venture Scouts
can attend through the age of 20 years old.
