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Tour Permit Reminder 
Spring is coming, which means it is time for tours.  National 
Tour Permits must  be mailed to the regional office at least 
30 days in advance of the tour. The regional office will accept 
applications up to 12 months prior to the tour.  A National 
Tour Permit is required for all groups traveling to areas 500 
miles or more one way, or crossing national boundaries.  Tour 
permits are processed in the order in which they are received.  
Plan ahead. 
 

Local tour permits also must be turned in ahead of time.  The 
application states that it must be filed two weeks in advance 
of the scheduled activity for trips of less than 500 miles.  
Please file these permits on time.  For assistance on line go to 
www.scouting.org/forms/ltp local tour permit or ntp national 
tour permit. 

     It was a gorgeous day for a hike.  The Troop planned the outing well in advance and struck it rich on weather.  
After all, it was still winter!  The sunshine and cool breeze, combined with a substantial thaw made it seem more 
like spring.  Nothing wrong with that! 
     With many new additions to the Troop, thanks to a large compliment of Webelos crossing over, this “five miler” 
was a perfect choice.  They would begin at Wadhams and hike to Avoca on the WTA Trail.  Oh, it’s a long “five 
miler”, we know that, but we avoid talking about it!  That it’s actually a “ten miler” is pleasing to the young Scouts, 
after they have done it!      
    Once in Avoca, they would be shuttled by vehicles to Silver Trails for a single night in a cabin.  That would be a grand opportu-
nity for the new Scouts to get to know the others in the Troop.  They would use dehydrated meals for supper.  Oh, and of course, 
there would be a campfire. 
     Though my plan was to hike with the Troop, it was no surprise that I had to work that morning.  No problem.  Shuttle drivers 
would surely be needed in Avoca to transport the Scouts.  I made it my mission to be there when they arrived, and perhaps hike 
down the trail to meet them. 
     As I drove to Avoca, I couldn’t resist a stop to survey Mill Creek.  Given the recent thaw, it was a raging stream.  The flowing 
water boiled around bends, and overflowed the banks.  The foam, which lingered everywhere from the turbulence, made it easy to 
see how fast the water was moving.  The power of a flowing stream is a reminder that Mother Nature is still in charge. 
     How tempting a stream like that is for a canoeist.  I am always reminded, however, that in a mountainous whitewater river, ob-
jects creating the rapids are mostly unmoving rocks, wearing and changing through geologic time.  Here, the rapids are caused, 
many times, by freely moving debris.  Trees, tree stumps, and other flotsam and jetsam “du jour”, constantly moving in and out as 
the water levels change.   
     This provides the necessary “spring cleansing”, but leaves the water potentially dangerous for the canoeist.  These “sweepers 
and strainers” are the single greatest cause of fatal accidents for canoeists.  Pausing to reflect at Mill Creek made the whole trip 
worthwhile. 
     Continuing to Avoca, I saw two deer at distance, in a field.  There was very little traffic and the sun continued to shine.  The 
small gravel parking lot which serves the WTA Trail had several vehicles parked in it, including one attached to the Troop trailer.  
As there was no sign of the Scouts, I hit the trail myself, to meet them. 
     When I reached the Duce Road crossing, at about the one mile mark, I found Scouts coming north on the trail.  I paused at the 
crossing to greet the sojourners.  Several new dads had hit the trail with the Troop and were right out in front.  The SPL paused to 
tell me that the trip had been very successful so far, though stressful for some.  The front runners went north and I continued south. 
     The column of Scouts had stretched from the slowest to the fastest over at least half a mile.  As I passed small clusters of Scouts 
walking north, I couldn’t resist telling the various small groups that I had come from the trail’s end, and they only had about four 
miles to go, or about an hour and a half once they got to the top of the last, and steepest hill!  Some said’ “Mr. Down, cut it out!”  
Another said, “I’m not gonna make it!”  Still another said something I can’t write in this article!  I guess I deserved that, though! 
     Everyone survived.  They all enjoyed a brief rest at trail’s end.  This little trek on the WTA Trail will help ready the Scouts for 
a more strenuous backpacking high adventure trip this summer.  As they continue training, they will add weight to the 20 pound 
packs they carried on this trek to more closely simulate the rigors of the trip this summer.   
     Their campfires will become more efficiently built.  Their culinary skills will improve.  They will learn to “share the load” and 
function as a team.  They will become young men.  They will learn from their wilderness experiences how better to live their lives 
in the civilized world.  That’s what Scouting is about! 
     Get a pack on and take a hike with your Troop.  Join another Troop on one of their outings.  A Saturday day hike can be as re-
warding as a weekend trip.
